Noise Management Meeting  Nov 25

Issues and Questions from the community members.

1) Terms of Reference: What were the terms of reference upon which the consultants would have determined the parameters of their work and what goals were to be achieved?

2) Noise Exposure Forecasts ( NEF Contours)   a)Needs clarification of  what this is comprised of.
The original NEF contours were done many years ago and much has changed at the Toronto Island Airport. b) There is a need for new a NEF Contour report to be done, which includes all the aircraft using the Island Airport, especially helicopters which were not considered in the last one.

3) Noise Sensitive Areas:

 The existing maps are very out of date as there has been a substantial increase in the residential population along the waterfront and plans for more. There was a commitment to request that government establish updated Noise Sensitive Maps which include new and planned residential communities in East Bayfront, West Don Lands, Port Lands and Bathurst Quay Neighbourhood (i.e. South Beach)


 This would be important for determining flight paths as well as determining if the present 2008 and future NEF Contours impinged on areas where people are living.

4) Q400 Noise levels and other aircraft noise levels.

 The Tripartite Agreement identifies noise levels which must not be exceeded by various types of aircraft. The ICAO is identified as the independent agency for determining if aircraft meet the limits. It became clear at the meeting that the TPA was relying upon Transport Canada’s analysis of the Q400 in order to certify it. There was a commitment to provide those attending the meeting with the ICAO data which Transport Canada relied upon to ensure that the version of the Q400 which flies at the Island Airport meeting these requirements.

There needs to be similar documentation on other aircraft, like the Piaggio, which use the Island Airport.

5) Noise Monitoring Stations  

Because of the changing nature of the residential community around the airport and the volume of the air traffic at the Island Airport, there was a commitment to identify other locations where Noise Monitors could be located.

6) Breaches of the Curfew:  Assurances have been given that the curfew hours must be adhered to.
Would it be possible for the TPA to post on their website, regular reports on those aircraft which are breaching the curfew and how much they are being fined?

7) Noise Complaints:
Address the need for clarification of difference between Type of Complaint (i.e. Presence vs Noise).

8) Engine Run up Noises: (and other airport procedures)

How will these issues be addressed to protect the local residents from these noise impacts?

9) Establishing a Small Community Consulation group:  through the councillor’s office for ongoing dialogue with the consultant team. As well as larger full community stakeholders group to follow.
